Subdivision Streets -

GCRC is responsible for maintenance and
reconstruction. GCRC receives federal and state funds.

GCRC is responsible for maintenance. GCRC receives
state funds. State law prohibits GCRC from paying more

than half the cost of major reconstruction. GCRC
allocates funds for capital improvements which are able

to be matched by townships. 

GCRC is responsible for maintenance. State law
prohibits GCRC from paying more than half the cost of
major reconstruction. By policy, GCRC participation in
reconstruction is limited to engineering and inspection

(up to 25% of project cost). These roads are not eligible
for federal aid. 

What is the County
Road System?

The County Road System includes all public roads that are not
state trunk lines and that are outside of incorporated cities. As
shown below, it is made up of 467 miles of County Primary and

1,130 miles of County Local roads.
